Greetings! I hope this newsletter finds you
relaxing in the sun and enjoying the pleasantries
of summer. It is that time of year again to begin
thinking about the start of new school year.

With a new school year beginning there are some
changes that have occurred.

Class schedule will change again for next year

This past spring, our school administration
and the Teachers’ Association reached an
agreement to end school ten minutes early each
day. Therefore, our student day will end at 2:26
instead of 2:36 like last year. This change will
reduce each class period of fifty minutes by one
or two minutes each day. By ending the day
earlier, we will be able to bank time with our
teachers to have a longer teacher day one day a
week.

This extended day will be on Wednesdays
each week. We will use the extended time for
professional development and collaboration time
with our teachers that will be focused on
improving student achievement. It will impact
the starting times of after school extra-curricular
activities on Wednesdays. Students who remain
after school on Wednesdays for practices and
after school events will report to the school
cafeteria for study table time that will be
monitored by an FCHS staff member.

Common Grading Scale
Last year, our Academic Committee made a
recommendation to the faculty to have a
common grading scale for all classes. The
faculty agreed to the proposal. Listed below is
the grading scale that classes will be using.
There is a provision in the policy that a teacher
may appeal to the Principal to have a different
grading scale.
